Re: Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005

Extended Hours Applications- Christmas and New Year 2009/10

Under the Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005, any premises wishing to extend its trading times during the festive period must submit an Extended Hours Application.

1. The festive period will be split as follows:

· Tuesday 1st December – Tuesday 15th December: 4 Extensions permitted

· Wednesday 16th December- Saturday 2nd January: 7 Extensions permitted

2. As in previous years, the Board’s policy will be to allow one extra hour beyond the premises’ usual terminal hour.

· In addition, Christmas Eve and Hogmanay will be treated as if they are Saturday nights to give maximum flexibility to licensees.

3. A 12:30 am curfew will apply to all premises during the festive period. 

· No member of the public is allowed admittance to any premises after this time.  Premises Managers are expected to have reasonable arrangements in place to operate the curfew.  For the avoidance of doubt, customers who were admitted to the premises prior to the curfew may leave the premises briefly to smoke. The Premises Manager should ensure no other members of the public use this as an opportunity to gain access.

4. All applications must be submitted at least 21 days prior to the date of the requested extension.

5. The Fee for Extended Hours applications is £10 per event.
