NORTH AYRSHIRE LICENSING FORUM

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE & PROCEDURES

The North Ayrshire Licensing Forum has been established in accordance with the requirements of the Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005.

The Forum is known as “North Ayrshire Licensing Forum” and covers the geographical area corresponding with that of North Ayrshire Council.
Purpose of the Forum:

The functions of the Forum are:

· To keep under review:

· The operation of the Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005 in North Ayrshire, and

· In particular, the exercise by the North Ayrshire Licensing Board of its functions.

And

· To give such advice and make such recommendations to the North Ayrshire Licensing Board in relation to those matters as the Forum considers appropriate.

The Forum is not permitted to review, give advice or make recommendations in relation to the exercise by the Board of its functions in respect of a particular case.

Procedures for Items Brought to the Attention of the Forum:

Any member of the public can bring an issue to the Forum’s attention for consideration. The following procedures will apply to any item brought:

1. Issues should initially be brought to the Forum’s attention in writing.  This representation should be sent to Claire Simpson, Licensing Standards Officer, Town House, 66 High St, Irvine, KA12 0AZ.

2. A written response to any representation will be issued within ten working days, stating if the issue falls within the Forum’s remit.  If this is found not to be the case, a suggestion may be made as to an alternative route/organisation, where the issue can be taken.  If the issue does fall within the Forum’s remit, a meeting date will be specified in the letter, to which the member of the public is invited, to discuss the item.

3. The Forum will only consider two Items of this kind at any one meeting. 

4. The time allotted to each Item shall be limited to ten minutes. If, in the opinion of the Convener, the Item is of such a nature that this time is insufficient, a Sub-Group meeting will be arranged to continue discussions.  

5. The Sub-Group will report its findings to the next full meeting of the Forum.

6. The Forum will make its decision on the Item and convey its findings to the member of the public, either by inviting that person to attend the meeting or in writing to their correspondence address, within ten working days.

7. The Forum member responsible for correspondence and written responses shall be elected by the Forum members, shall hold the position for no longer than 12 months and shall lead each Sub-Group set up within this period.

8. Each Sub-Group shall consist of three Forum members; the person elected in Point 7 above and two other members, who shall be nominated on an ad-hoc basis.
