Hugh Watt Bursary

NOTES FOR GUIDANCE

1.
Hugh Watt Bursary ~ Objective

Main object of the foundation of the Bursaries is: -

"The encouragement and promotion of education amongst students and deserving young persons, who are, from limited pecuniary means, unable to obtain the benefits of a good education.  The purpose of the Bursaries is to enable the holders to prosecute their studies at the University of Glasgow, or at such other University or public Educational Institution in Scotland as may be approved of by NAC (formerly CDC) as patrons of the Bursaries".

2.
Eligibility
Persons eligible as Bursars are persons, male or female, born and resident at the time in:

(1)  The former Royal Burgh of Irvine or within 4 miles of it, or failing which; within

(2)  The former County of Ayr.

"The Bursaries are tenable for 2 years, provided the Bursars continue during that period to pursue their studies to the satisfaction of the Trustees, but the Trustees have power, if they in their discretion shall think proper at any time and without any reason assigned, to put an end to the appointment of any Bursar and to appoint another party in his or her place."

"The Trustees have also power to extend the duration of any appointment to any term not exceeding four years in all but no longer."

3.
Determination of Awards

(1)
The Council shall require applicants for a Hugh Watt Bursary to submit their approval particulars of the nature, location and duration of the course of special tuition to be undertaken and in determining the amount of grant to be awarded to applicants the Council shall have regard to the applicant's financial circumstances, or those of their parents of guardians where the applicants are pupils and the expenses likely to be incurred.

(2)
No applicant who is in receipt of an allowance, bursary or scholarship which is paid out of monies provided by Parliament or out of any fund aided by grants from Parliament will be awarded a Hugh Watt Bursary of such an amount as will cause the said allowance bursary, or scholarship to be reduced.
