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NOTES FOR GUIDANCE

1.
Eligibility
The Spier's Trust Committee in each financial year shall award grants which are known as Spier Grants to persons, including pupils who are receiving secondary education, ordinarily resident within the area of benefit of the parishes of Beith, Dalry, Dunlop, Kilbirnie, Lochwinnoch and Neilston, who, or whose parents or guardians, where the applicants are pupils, are in such financial circumstances as to require aid to enable them to meet the cost of attending a course or obtaining special tuition in any academic, artistic, scientific or technological subject or subjects in or furth of Scotland.

2.
Determination of Awards

(1)
The Council shall require applicants for Spier Grants to submit their approval particulars of the nature, location and duration of the course of special tuition to be undertaken and in determining the amount of grant to be awarded to applicants the Council shall have regard to the applicant's financial circumstances, or those of their parents of guardians where the applicants are pupils and the expenses likely to be incurred.

(2)
No applicant who is in receipt of an allowance, bursary or scholarship which is paid out of monies provided by Parliament or out of any fund aided by grants from Parliament will be awarded a Spier Grant of such an amount as will cause the said allowance bursary, or scholarship to be reduced.
