Awards for Young People

Young people can take part in awards within the school if they are volunteering or taking part in any extra curricular activities. Community Learning and Development offer two awards for young people to get involved in. The Youth Achievement Awards/Dynamic Youth Awards or the Duke of Edinburgh Award.

Dynamic Youth Awards and Youth Achievement Awards

Dynamic Youth Awards have been designed to enable young people to measure their own and each other’s achievements against benchmarks of responsibility and distance travelled.

They provide; a quality framework for your work with the 10 to 14 age group qualifications authority certification for young people’s achievement support for young people to self assess and peer assess each other’s achievement through positive group work in your existing programme of activities.

They demonstrate attainment of community learning and development quality indicators and provide a user-friendly structure for young people and for those who work with them.

A minimum of 5 hours commitment is required. DYA recognises 3 levels of time commitment;
5 to 15 hours (1 star award)
16 – 30 hours (2 star award)
Over 30 hours (3 star award)

Youth Achievement Awards offer a peer assessed approach to recognising and accrediting young people's achievements aged 14 plus.

They enable young people to develop their capacities as successful learners, confident individuals, responsible citizens and effective contributors in a variety of settings including youth work, volunteering, active citizenship, alternative curriculum and formal education.

The Awards recognise four levels of responsibility taken by young people participating in activities that interest them. Bronze is about young people TAKING PART, at Silver young people ASSIST, sharing responsibility with others, at Gold they take individual responsibility to ORGANISE, and at Platinum they undertake training and LEAD.

Time commitment increases as the level of Award increases, beginning with a minimum of:
60 hours for Bronze
90 hours for Silver
120 for Gold
135 for Platinum

Young people between 14 -25 have to enrol through a supporting organisation licensed to offer the DofE programme. These include The Scouts, the Boys brigade, The Air, Army and Sea cadets, The Guides and Girls Brigade.

Once enrolled the new participant will be encouraged and supported to find their own choices of activities in the volunteering, skills and physical sections. They will then have to take part in regular expedition section training covering a wide range of outdoor skills.
