Normally, Housing Benefit is only payable for one home.  However, in certain circumstances benefit can be paid for two properties.

1. When you are moving and you have to pay rent on your old home and your new home, you may qualify for Housing Benefit on both of them for a maximum of 4 weeks if:-

· You have moved into the new property

· You could not reasonably have avoided having to pay rent on both

2. You left the property and remain absent from it through fear of violence occurring.  You must intend to return to the former home and may qualify for Housing Benefit on two homes for a maximum of 52 weeks.  

3. You, or your partner, is a student or on a training course, and it is unavoidable and reasonable for you to occupy separate dwellings.

4. Due to the size of your family, you have been housed in two separate properties (NB this does not apply to people living in privately rented accommodation).

5. You have to remain in the old home while necessary adaptations are being made to the new home to meet the disabled needs of yourself, partner  or family member.  In this circumstance, Housing Benefit can be paid on new home (as well as current) for a maximum of 4 weeks prior to the date of actual occupation.

Certain criteria may apply to some of the categories listed above.  Complete the form giving as many details as possible and we will let you know if you are eligible.
