STANDARD CONDITIONS
1.
The Market shall not be open other than on the permitted days and within the permitted hours.

2.
The licence holder shall take effective steps to ensure that the number of members of the public in the Market at any time does not exceed the maximum permitted number.

3.
The toilet facilities at the Market will be:-


For male stallholders and employees:    WC(s),    urinals and     washhand basin(s) provided with a functioning hot water supply, with clean towels or other effective facilities for drying hands.


For female stallholders and employees:     WC(s) and       washhand basin(s) provided with a functioning hot water supply, with clean towels or other effective facilities for drying hands.

4.
The layout of the Market shall be as indicated in the sketch annexed and enclosed as relative hereto and no stall shall be located within the Market otherwise than in the locations for stalls indicated in the sketch.

5.
The licence holder shall take effective steps to ensure that the passageways within the Market, and the means of escape from the Market in the event of fire, are kept free and unobstructed at all times while the market is open.  In particular no goods shall be displayed and no goods or equipment shall be stored or allowed to stand within the passageways.

6.
The licence holder shall take effective steps to ensure (a) that no foodstuff of any nature whatsoever is sold or offered or exposed for sale, within the market unless the Council have approved in writing the arrangements for the preparation, storage, handling and exposure for sale thereof;  and (b) that all arrangements so approved are complied with.

7.
The licence holder shall ensure (a) that each stall is equipped throughout each session with a sack holder and a sufficient supply of plastic or paper sacks each with a capacity of not less than 3¼ cubic feet; (b) that after each session (i) filled or partly filled sacks are placed at collection points agreed by the Council, and (ii) all litter is collected and placed in plastic or paper sacks at the same points;  and (c) that all refuse is disposed of in accordance with arrangements agreed in writing with the Council. 

8.
The licence holder shall ensure that adequate and effective lighting is provided throughout the Market and the approaches to it whenever it is open.

9.
The licence holder shall take effective steps to ensure that neither he nor any stallholder, nor any employee of himself or any stallholder, nor anyone else does anything which causes, or creates a risk of, a fire or other hazard dangerous or injurious to the life, health or safety of persons in the Market.

10.
Fire hydrants and fire‑fighting equipment shall be provided and maintained throughout the premises in accordance with the recommenda​tions of the Firemaster, Strathclyde Region.  

11.
All exit doors and any other means of escape in case of fire des​ignated by the Firemaster shall be openable from inside the Market whenever the Market is open.

12.
All stalls, passageways and market facilities shall at all times be maintained in good order and a clean and safe condition.

13.
Adequate facilities for First Aid should be readily available within the Market and Notices will be prominently displayed indicating the location of this.

14.
The licence holder will take effective steps to maintain order, and ensure public safety, within the Market whenever it is open.

15.
A copy of this Licence and of the said sketch shall at all times be displayed in some conspicuous place within the Market.
