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CIVIC GOVERNMENT (SCOTLAND) ACT 1982

MARKET OPERATOR LICENCES

MEMORANDUM

1.
A "Market Operator's Licence" under Section 40 of the Act shall be required from North Ayrshire Council for carrying on a private market in North Ayrshire - being a market whether covered or not, carried on by any person other than a Local or Public Authority at which goods are offered by more than one seller for sale by retail to the public.

2.
Such a licence is NOT required for carrying on


EITHER
(a)
functions held by charitable, religious, youth, recreational, community, political or similar organisations


OR
(b)
Markets held only for the sale of livestock, fodder or grain.

3.
North Ayrshire Council have prescribed a form of application, a copy of which is annexed hereto.

4.
Any applicant must comply with the requirements of Paragraph 2(2) to (4) of Schedule 1 to the Act which reads as follows:-


"2(2)  Where an application is for the grant or renewal of a licence in relation to an activity wholly or mainly to be carried on in premises, the applicant shall, for a period of 21 days beginning with the date on which the application was submitted to the Licensing Authority, display a notice complying with sub-paragraph (3) below at or near the premises so that it can conveniently be read by the public.


(3)
The notice shall state:-


(a)
that application has been made for a licence;


(b)
the particulars required under paragraph 1(2) as specified in the application;


(c)
that objections and representations in relation to the application may be made to the Licensing Authority in accordance with paragraph 3; and


(d)
the effect of paragraph 3(1) to (3).


(4)
Where an application contains a declaration that the applicant is complying with sub-paragraph (2) above, the applicant shall, as soon as possible after the expiry of the period of 21 days, submit to the Licensing Authority a Certificate stating that he has so complied."

5.
An application for a Market Operator's Licence must be accompanied by the prescribed fee which is £340.

This fee is not returnable if you decide to withdraw the application or if the licence is refused.
