Any objections and representations in relation to the application may be made to the Chief Legal Officer (Licensing and District Court), North Ayrshire Council, Town House, High Street, Irvine KA12 0AZ, generally within 21 days of the date noted above.  Objections and representations must contain information which is required by the Act namely:-

1.  Any objection or representation relating to an application for the grant or renewal of a Licence shall be considered by the licensing authority if, but only if, the objection or representation is:-

(a)  in writing

(b)  specifies the grounds of the objection or, as the case may be, the nature of the representation
(c)  specifies the name and address of the person making the objection or representation
(d)  is signed by him or on his behalf and
(e)  was made to the licensing authority within 21 days of which is the later date, or as the case may be , latest of the following dates:-
(i)  where public notice of the application was given in a newspaper, the date when first given

(ii)  where North Ayrshire Council has ordered the applicant to display the Notice again from a specified date, that date

(iii)  in any other case, the date when the application was made to the licensing authority

2.  Notwithstanding the dates set out in paragraph 1 (e) above, it shall be competent for a licensing authority to consider an objection or representation received by them before they take a final decision on the application to which it relates if they are satisfied that there is sufficient reason why it was not made in the time required.
3.  An objection or representation shall be made for the purposes of paragraph 1 above if it is delivered by hand within the time specified to the licensing authority or posted (by registered or recorded delivery post) so that in the normal course of post it might be expected to be delivered to them within that time.



METAL DEALER LICENCES

1.
Section 28 of the Civic Government (Scotland) Act 1982 provides that unless you hold an "Exemption Warrant" or a "Temporary Exemption Warrant" you require a "Metal Dealer's Licence" from North Ayrshire Council for carrying on a business as a Metal Dealer in North Ayrshire.  Section 7 provides that any person who without reasonable excuse does anything for which a licence is required without having a licence shall be guilty of an offence liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding £2,500.

2.
Exemption Warrants


North Ayrshire Council are required, on application by a Metal Dealer, to issue an "Exemption Warrant" if there is produced to them a Certificate by the auditor of the Metal Dealer's business stating that in a financial year ending in the 18 months prior to the Certificate the total amount received by the dealer as a principal in ordinary course of his business in respect of metal sold or supplied by him exceeded £100,000.  Such a Warrant remains in force for 3 years.  If you wish to apply for an Exemption Warrant North Ayrshire Council will supply you with an appropriate application form.

3.
Temporary Exemption Warrants


North Ayrshire Council may, on application by a Metal Dealer, issue a "Temporary Exemption Warrant" if they are satisfied that he has not been carrying on business as a Metal Dealer.  Such a Temporary Warrant remains in force for 18 months and it is a condition of such a Warrant that the dealer shall acquire metal only from persons selling or otherwise disposing of it in the course of trade or business.  Again, if you wish to apply for an Exemption Warrant North Ayrshire Council will supply you with an application form.

4.
Metal Dealer Licence


A form of application is annexed hereto.  North Ayrshire Council have fixed the fee for an application at £105 for each premises at or from which metal dealing will be carried on.  Licences will normally be for a period of 3 years.

5.
It is a condition of a Metal Dealer Licence that the licence holder shall comply with all notices, orders, etc under the Town and Country Planning Acts and Building (Scotland) Acts and any licence holder may be asked to exhibit such notices on demand by the Licensing Authority.


